available on a limited basis*

e Free access to Healey Library

e Free access to UMass Boston Athletics Facilities including the swimming pool and Fitness
Center

e Free access to computer labs on campus
e Free student email account for life**

e No meal tax (5%) for food purchased in the cafeteria on campus

ID cards may be obtained through the Student Life Office (Campus Center, 3rd floor) Monday
through Friday, 9:00am-5:00pm. You must present a valid driver's license, passport, or other
official form of photo identification and inform the staff that you are a student in the OLLI
Program at the Gerontology Institute. The charge is $5.00 (cash or money order; no
personal checks). The fee is charged once in the fall. At the beginning of the spring
semester, you will receive a sticker from the OLLI office to place on the back of your ID to
update it.
